An introduction to
Necessary Condition Analysis
(NCA)

e Necessary Condition Analysis (NCA) is a rising research method that conceptualizes causality
as ‘'necessary but not sufficient,” in contrast to the probabilistic "average treatment effect’
logic of regression.

e In NCA, a condition is a bottleneck or critical factor because an outcome will not occur without
its presence at the right level. This implies a (near) deterministic relationship: the necessary
level must be in place to avoid failure and to enable the outcome.

e NCA is used either as a standalone method or to complement other approaches, such as
regression (e.g., SEM, multiple regression), and Qualitative Comparative Analysis (QCA).

e By introducing a distinct causal logic, NCA enhances the rigor and relevance of theory and data
analysis, opening new avenues for high-impact research.

e Scientific literature is polluted by over 14,000 papers containing ‘tortured phrases/,
which are nonsensical terms created by paraphrasing tools to evade plagiarism

detection.

e Fraudsters bulk-publish these unreliable papers to appear hyper-productive and
manipulate their academic metrics by organizing sophisticated citation rings.

e A dedicated group of "sleuths” and scientists are voluntarily decontaminating the
literature by using screening tools and providing post-publication peer reviews.

e This effort has led to the retraction of over 3,000 fraudulent papers, predominantly
In engineering and biomedicine, alongside concerns about the emerging threat of Al
misuse In generating deceptive content.
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
